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The 2025 Emmys red carpet has officially rolled out at the Peacock Theatre in Los Angeles, and if we’re being

honest, the fashion is just as thrilling as the awards themselves—maybe even more.

More recently, Zendaya wowed in an emerald Vera Wang paired with her Spiderman-red hair, while Emma Corrin

made waves in a nude Miu Miu dress with claw-like detailing.

At the 2024 Emmys, Dan Levy impressed in sculptural Loewe suiting, while Saoirse Ronan turned heads in a

draped navy two-piece.

With such a legacy of sartorial excellence, the 2025 Emmys red carpet is already promising to deliver timeless looks

that will be remembered long after the awards are over.
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
