Why the Look Works

e Colour palette: Lilac is a softer alternative to more common red-carpet tones (red, black, metallic), making her
stand out without shouting.

e Balance of sheer and structure: The dress uses transparency—yet the floral embroidery provides coverage and
design interest, making the look bold but tasteful.

e Unexpected layering: Therefore inclusion of the wine shawl introduces texture, colour contrast and a sense of
intentional styling.; It elevates the moment from “just a gown” to a thoughtfully composed look.
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
