Jointly backed by Zee Studios, Mini Films, and Open Window Films, the movie is predicted to have a modest

opening. Trade experts estimate its first-day collection in the range of ?75 lakh to ?1 crore.

The film’s box office performance will heavily rely on positive word-of-mouth and weekend walk-in audiences, especially

since the opening advance sales are minimal.

Adding to the challenge, Aankhon Ki Gustaakhiyan faces stiff competition from Rajkummar Rao’s gangster drama

Maalik, which also releases on the same day. Moreover, Hollywood giant Superman debuts this weekend, likely

capturing a significant chunk of multiplex audiences.

Ongoing releases like Metro In Dino and Jurassic World: Rebirth will also divide viewer attention.
